• Must have a clear course of study 

• Leadership qualities and potential are essential  

• Must have a clear understanding of what it means to be a Fulbrighter 

• Must not be a dual U.S.-Irish citizen, green card holder, or currently living in the U.S. or already have 
extensive experience of studying or living in the U.S.

• Student applicants can do a full PhD or Master’s in the U.S. or a portion of an ongoing Irish 
postgraduate degree but will need to seek additional funding for subsequent years   

 
 

ANYTHING ELSE YOU SHOULD KNOW? 

All successful applicants must comply with the two-year home rule, which means that awardees will not be 
eligible for U.S. residency or a visa until the two-year home rule in Ireland is complete.
